SHANK, Member: Following the issuance of a dismissal of a

charge by an agent of the Public Employment Relations Board (PERB

or Board), the Bonita Unified Teachers Association, CTA/NEA

accordance with Regulation 32635.1 Subsequent to this filing,

the Association requested that the appeal be withdrawn with

prejudice. The Board has considered the request and concurs that

such a withdrawal is in the best interest of the parties and is

consistent with the Educational Employment Relations Act.
