HESSE, Chairperson: This case is before the Public
Enpl oynent Rel ations Board (PERB or Board) on appeal by Linda Kay
Myers (Myers) of a Board agent's dism ssal of her charge that the
State of California, Departnent of Transportation violated
section 3519(a) of the Ralph C. Dills Act.?
PERB Regul ati on 32635(a),? which governs revi ew of
di sm ssals, states, in pertinent part:

(2) ldentify the page or part of the
di sm ssal to which each appeal is taken;

3) State the grounds for each issue stated.
PERB Regul ati on 32635(b) states:

(b) Unless good cause is shown, a charging

party may not present on appeal new charge

al | egations or new supporting evidence.

Myers' appeal, inits entirety, consists of an anended
unfair practice charge. This appeal does not conply with PERB
Regul ati on 32635, as it does not identify which portions of the
di sm ssal are challenged, nor does it indicate the grounds for
the appeal. Further, Mers has not denonstrated good cause for
the Board to consider her new charge allegations or new
supporting evidence. The Board has held that conpliance with
regul ati ons governing appeals is required to afford the
respondent and the Board an adequate opportunity to address the

i ssues raised, and nonconpliance wll warrant dism ssal of the

appeal . (Gakl and _Educati on Association (Baker) (1990) PERB

.al. ) (1989) PERB Decision No. 738, p. 2.) The Board, therefore,
rejects the appeal.
